Health Check

Please encourage your child/ren to wash their hands thoroughly after toileting, and please
check your child/ren for the following:

Threadworm/Pinworm/Seat worm

Common signs include an intense itchy feeling around the anus, usually at night or early in
the morning. Such itching could, however, also be caused by haemorrhoids, a reaction to
underclothes, perianal eczema, and pruritus ani. Other symptoms of a threadworm
infestation include restless sleep, irritability, grinding your teeth in your sleep, or a loss of
appetite. In rare cases slight stomach pains associated with gastrointestinal upsets may be
experienced. Threadworms do not cause illness but they can cause urinary tract infections.
