The opportunity to hear about and speak to important topics such as the 
Education Act Amendment Bill, the review of Tomorrowôs Schools and 
the function and focus of ERO amid a changing educational landscape 
was a valuable experience, as too was the opportunity to network with 
Christian School principals and school proprietors.
